Please take this into account when booking flights and accommodation!  
 
Exhibitors from Denmark, Finland, Iceland and Sweden:  
You are kindly asked to send your exhibit to your commissioner within the deadline set by him, or 
to bring it personally to Stavanger. Please do not send to us by mail (unless by written agreement). 
 
Exhibitors from outside Scandinavia: 
Please clarify with your club representative whether there is a common transport of exhibits to 
Nordia. Exhibits that are not handed in personally or through the club representative should 
preferably be sent by mail. They should reach the exhibition no later than 20 October. Personal 
delivery of exhibits can take place until 22 October at 1300 hours.
